Regular Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order. The pledge of allegiance was said. There were 4 residents present. 
A motion made by Jason/Darrell to approve the minutes from April 15th, 2025, Regular Board Meeting. Motion carried.
The Treasurer’s Report was given: Beginning Balance of $361,940.61, Deposits $23,157.80, tonight’s vouchers $10,669.51, Interest $44.98, and an ending available cash balance of $374,343.91.
Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried.

Old Business:

Discussion regarding road inspections. Weight limits are all pulled as of Saturday on all town roads. Approval was given to a contractor to haul supplies on Forks Road. 
Tesch Road bridge deck repair is approximately $800. A couple culvert replacements are needed. Washouts will be fixed by the Lincoln County Highway Department on Conservation Road between Kellogg Road and the Town of Corning. The County will grade Burma Road and Conservation Road after it rains. Newwood Road will get a culvert added before graveling. Chairman suggested that any outstanding items roadwork items will be compiled and tracked going forward. 

The Lincoln County Highway Department confirmed they are waiting to hear back from the DNR regarding timing of spraying the Japanese Knot Weed. The town previously approved an amount not to exceed $500.
Discussion regarding costs associated with culvert replacements. Edwards Drive would be $19,000. The Town would be responsible for $9,500.

Brook Drive culvert replacement would be $14,000. The Town would be responsible for $7,000.

The entire amount is paid up front by the town and then would be reimbursed. This would be for work to be completed in 2026.

Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve culvert replacements on Edwards Drive and Brook Drive. Motion carried.
Discussion regarding road abandonment off of Highway E. This is not a town issue.

Resident’s concerns: None.

New Business:

Board of Review scheduled for tomorrow from 6-8 pm.

Discussion regarding the north end of Rhinelander Road. Recommendation that when it gets drier, supervisor take tractor and ditch to help keep the water off the road. 

Clerk’s Correspondence: Form C will be completed by May 15th deadline. Next month’s meeting is scheduled for June 17th.

Discussion regarding Spring Road Inspections. Will review at the next meeting.

Motion made by Darrell/Jason to pay the bills. Motion carried.
