Old Business:

Discussion regarding road inspections. Ditching has been done on Rhinelander Road and is working. Culverts will go in on intersection of Rhinelander Road and Tesch and Newood Road in the next couple of weeks. Culverts here will be used if they work. Cost is approximately $1,300-$1,500 per culvert.

Kurt will be working with Lincoln County Highway Department regarding the LRIP funds.
Alexander Lake Road has potholes needing repair. Supervisor will get hot patch from the county and repair in the next weeks.

LRIP money will be spent on Newood Road and has to go from intersection to intersection. Project will go from Krueger Road to the Town of Harding line.

Derek Harder will be performing mowing at the town hall for the summer.
Discussion regarding the Tesch Road bridge deck. The work has not been completed yet. 

The Board of Review has been completed. No residents were in attendance.

Resident’s concerns: None.

New Business:

Discussion regarding road barricade procedures and requirements for Town roads. The town could be held responsible if the Town posts county roads. The Town is only responsible to post Town roads.
Lights for barricades are approximately $26 each to purchase. The town will purchase four.

Discussion regarding 5-year plan regarding road repair. The NCWRPC is currently working on putting together.
