Regular Board Meeting





 
June 17th, 2024
6:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order. The pledge of allegiance was said. There were five residents present.
A motion made by Jason/Darrell to approve the minutes from May 13th, 2024, Regular Board Meeting. Motion carried. 
The Treasurer’s Report was given: Carrie had a revision to the April 30th budget report as $119.45 was not included under withdrawals. This changed the Beginning Balance of $438,080.03 to $437,960.58, Deposits $0, tonight’s vouchers $6,495.96, Interest $98.37, and an ending available cash balance of $431,562.99. 
Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried.

Old Business:
Road inspections: Mike would like to thank Jason and Darrell for their work with all the trees going down due to weather. 
Equipment reimbursement. No rate established for a skidder.

Motion by Mike/Jason to approval skidder rental for $100 per hour. Motion carried.

Mike was reviewing equipment rental rates for tractor as well. Mike would like to increase rate from $35 to $60. 

Motion by Mike/Darrel to approve increasing tractor rental to $60. Jason abstained from voting. Motion carried.
Pickering Road was washed out.

Mike has received calls regarding logging trucks blocking road to load their logs. Logs are currently being piled in the ditch. WTA stated that if someone would get hurt the town would be liable and could sue the township and the landowner. Logs cannot be placed in the ditch line. The police can issue a citation. If anyone sees logs in the ditch, let us know. Mike will notify PCA. Darrell will also notify logger that has bolts currently on Ollhoff Road.

Jason said that Tesch Road has a culvert coming through.

Motion by Darrell/Jason to finish hauling gravel on Ollhoff Road and then Tesch road north of the blacktop through the rock cut. Motion carried.

Discussion regarding hourly wage for town workers. Mike’s suggestion is for standard hourly and election workers is $18 per hour and Supervisor’s to be $20 per hour. Resident states that it should be tabled until the budget meeting. Another resident stated that it is something that needs to be done. Call time pay was used, time and a half, etc. just for you to get someone to come in on their day off. It is a commitment for someone to give up their time to help. Mike calculated what it would approximately cost on an annual basis and stated it would cost the town approximately $4,000 more annually. Darrell stated that it should go to residents for a vote. Resident stated that this should be done tonight. If we wait for budget hearing, it would be an additional 5 months before it would go into effect.

Discussion regarding holding a special meeting of town electors. It was suggested that the posting could include dollar amounts being proposed. The special meeting would be held before regular meeting. Mike will post the special meeting notice to hold  before the regular meeting in July.
Recyclables. Two days seems to be working well. Annual report was done in pounds and not in tons. Mike is going to apply for an exemption for the township for the current annual requirement of the report.

New Business:

Discussion regarding hourly rate paid to employees. The town does not have to wait until budget process is completed. Salary process stays the same. Hourly pay rates can be updated by the town to remain competitive and if we have the means to do so. This would include hourly rates for all town workers including election workers, hourly workers, recycling workers. Resident stated that town employees need to be paid a respectable amount per hour. Clerk added that there is continuous learning that is required for our election workers as well to stay ahead of all the rules/law changes.
Town website discussion. Mike contacted UWSP. Looking at graduate students to do the work/design potion. Kristy contacted another township regarding who they used and provided additional information. Kristy will request a quote from Town Web.
Resident Complaint: Jason received a call from someone in Georgia with questions regarding zoning. Lincoln County Zoning referred them to town supervisor. 

Mike asked that residents to please watch trees as they are hanging over the road and to take care of them.
Darrell received compliments from residents on Edwards, Von Besser and Alexander Lake Road regarding the work that was completed.
Brook Drive will be finished sometime in July/August. Burma gravel hauling should be done in July. 

Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve bartender applications, as presented. Motion carried.

Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve operator license for Bobbie Jo and Jeromy’s Newood Tap, LLC. Motion carried.

Discussion regarding Harding property on Alexander Lake Road. Working with Reinhardt’s. No legal bill will come to the township. The agreed upon sale price will be reviewed and discussion tabled until next month’s meeting.

Discussion regarding concrete slab for elections. We will look at getting a bid from Greg Kleinschmidt for the concrete slab.

Granite Bid received from Red Rock Granite. Northern Half - $16.47 per cubic yard and Southern Half - $15.47 per cubic yard.

Motion by Mike/Darrell to approve granite bid from Red Rock Granite. Motion carried.

Resident asked about current status of residing in the township as a resident. Mike stated that he has looked at a home for sale and also getting bids from contractors and looking at papermill land. 

Public input. None.

Clerk Correspondence: Maintenance of Effort Report will be completed and is due on July 1st, 2024. Kristy will be completing the report.
Motion by Jason/Darrell to pay bills. Motion carried.

Motion by to approve Budget Resolution 2024-1. Motion carried.

Motion by Darrell/Jason to adjourn. Motion carried.
