 	7.   Position Logs near the Back of the Fireplace
 	8.   Make sure to have Carbon Monoxide/Smoke Detectors in your home. Please make to check batteries regularly.
 	9.   Keep a Fire Extinguisher Nearby

Furnace safety
1. Keep Furnace Registers Open
2. Schedule Regular Inspection
3. Keep the Area Clean and Free of Dust and Debris
4. Keep Flammables Away from Your Furnace
5. Regularly Change the Air Filter
6. Pay Attention to Recurrent Pilot Light Issues 
7. Keep Furnace Registers Open
8. Teach Kids to Stay Away from the Furnace
9. Keep a Fire Extinguisher Nearby
