The meeting was called to order. The pledge of allegiance was said. There were five residents present.
A motion made by Jason/Darrell to approve the minutes from July 8th, 2024, Regular Board Meeting. Motion carried. 
The Treasurer’s Report was given: Beginning Balance of $436,826.33, Deposits $31,998.69, tonight’s vouchers $28,255.79, Interest $104.80, and an ending available cash balance of $440,674.03. 

There was an outstanding check last month that did not clear and adjusted last month’s ending balance to $436,836.33 from $437,179.90.

Discussion regarding transferring dollars to the index account to earn more interest.
Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve the transfer of $100,000 to account ending #053 to the index account #950. Motion carried.

Carrie will do the transfer.

Motion by Jason/Darrell to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried.

Old Business:
Road inspections: 
Jason received the following information from Jason Lemmer.

Conservation and Kellogg Road $26,819.65

Camp Road $8,301.44

Whiskey Bill $21,530.04

Approximately $117,000 spent on Burma. There is still shoulder build up and additional production that will cost an approximately $15K-$20K to finish Burma Road.

Ollhoff Road and Tesch Road will not have gravel or ditching done.
Tesch Road needs one load of gravel over a culvert.

Recycling. Nothing to report.
Concrete slab added at the town hall has been completed. 

Materials for roof and garage are here. Looking at putting up a weekend in September.

Town quotes received from Town Web and ML Creative for the Town’s website.
Main difference with one over another. Town Web is already ADA compliant. We do not need to meet that requirement until 2027.

Motion by Mike/Jason to approve proposal of ML Creative to create the town website. Motion carried.

Only complaint received was that Mike is still the town chairman even after providing documentation from WTA.

New Business:

Discussion regarding wage committee. Mike has phone message and text messages out to Tom O’Neil and Kevin Kleinschmidt. Mike will look at where we can get additional wage information that they can use. Mike stated the information can then be used in October for budget planning purposes.
Public input: Question from resident on when he plans to be back in the township. Mike stated that he is looking at 40 acres in the township and building would be dependent on builder. Resident asked if he had a full-time position in addition to the town job. 
Question asked when the last time was when we received LRIP dollars.

Clerk Correspondence: Kristy reported that we will have to move election equipment to the Lincoln County Service Center after the November election.
Motion by Jason/Darrell to pay bills. Motion carried.
